PT: Andy Kato from Groove Armada welcome to the show how you doing 
AK: Yeh good mate, yeh, just back from Australia so feeling the cold but otherwise all good

PT: Now you’re based in France, just tell us about that, tell us about where you live

AK: Well it’s kinda in the middle of nowhere but with the Pyrenees at the bottom of the garden and a studio where the cows used to be so its all kinds come out in the wash

PT: So maybe that had an effect on this new album its called Black light it’s coming out on March the first Monday. Safe to say quite a departure in sound from previous albums, I mean I can’t think of a more profound departure I was thinking back on a musical history maybe David Bowie, Madonna did it a few times. But when you and Tom first sat down and talked about the album how did this kind of massive change of direction come about

AK: It was lots of things really, I think er, basically we did a big gig to close the second stage at Glastonbury in 2007 and that felt like the kind of as far as we could take that kind of era and that sound and so we were kind of aware that ever since then we were looking for something new. Also we were we got off the major label working with independents so there’s a bit of sense of freedom there and I think the most important thing was er just the live shows become a really important part of what we do and we’ve never really brought the kind of drums and guitars and rock and roll back into the studio and it was about time we did
PT: Good answer, I was almost gonna to ask, I was almost gonna wonder… if you were gonna say we thought of changing the group name or something or leaving the group together and starting another one

AK: No what we did, we thought long and hard about changing the name absolutely, because you know the reality is that you know people love the new thing and the new sound and all the rest of it and er a lot of people have made their mind up about the armada and who won’t listen to this record who would love it. You know so we did think about that but in the end you know the sort of support we’ve always got from the public in festivals and in gigs and around the world its been so amazing that er we knew that those people would understand and get behind us and they have 

PT: The armada lived on, you see you could have had like a Ziggy Stardust moment, couldn’t ya?

AK: We could have done a proper like on stage yeh

PT: The Armada could have sunk!

AK: No we’re still afloat still looking good

PT: How do you and Tom work together cos I often get asked a question which is a bit naughty but I mean everyone sees you on stage so firstly tell us what Tom does

AK: Well its all changed now the live show is er its all gone stripped down and plonky so Tom’s on active service now he’s gone onto keyboard duty, I’m playing the bass guitar and so its just four of us and a singer now.  So er, we kinda need to do that because this year Australia we’re playing to 30 thousand people but there’s gonna be bits of the world where we’re pretty much starting again with this new sounds where we’re playing to a couple hundred so we need to be flexible
PT: Now do you still get your trombone out by the way

AK: I do yeh sort of yeh literally speaking not metaphorically of course but I do, I do that in the gig there’s a kinda couple of reworks of favourites in a blacklight style and the trombone comes out for that

PT: Alright its 15 Minutes Of Fame on a Friday night, a kind of different one because your kinda already famous but we’re gonna make you famous again with this new music I’m handing over to you Andy Kato, this is a kind of an album preview and you’ve chosen three tracks from your new album black light. First track then is Look Me In The Eye Sister

AK: Yes track one Look Me In The Eye Sister its first track on the album its first track in the live set it features the vocals of Jessica Loweby who I found of the internet. She does a kinda backwards White Stripes where she sings and the boyfriend plays guitar. Her mother danced to Studio 54 and we got something between the White Stripes and Studio 54 
19. LOOK ME IN THE EYE SISTER – GROOVE ARMADA
GA RECORDINGS

You’re in Fifteen Minutes of Fame with Groove Armada, Andy Kato, with us on the phone.  First track look me in the eye sister from the brand new album. So just tell us, take us through the process cos a load of great vocalist on there as well, I mean, mad variety from Will Young to Bryan Ferry, so tell us a bit about how that came together and we’re gonna talk a little bit about the star of the show in the next question so…
AK: Ok fine well basically the starting point was lets not do the sort of loads of collaborators and loads of famous people route which didn’t entirely come off. But the idea was just to work with Tame Tager who we’ll talk about a minute and Nick Littlemore because we saw him, this is kinda pre-empt part of the song, we saw him with Penal in Australia and he was clearly a genius, and then Bryan Ferry of course he came in at the last minute
PT: I reckon I mean listening to the opening kind of 16, 20, 36 bars of this album and the fact that Bryan Ferry’s on I mean it does hark back to Roxy music I think
AK: Yeh well when you go back to what you were saying before, we sat down to do the first ever session on the album which was in Tom’s basement in London. The music we were listening to was Love is a Drug, David Bowie the Low album and Gary Newman. And I think that kind of that initial session’s spirits have survived right to the end
PT: So the real star for me I mean Saint Savior, you got a new lead singer which is a most remarkable voice and presence, how did you find her?

AK: Well it was theft to be totally honest, we had a support band, she had a band called the RGB’s, and they were supporting us on the UK tour and the first night that we watched her which was up at the Barrowlands in Glasgow, she just got it she’s got that thing where like offstage she keeps herself to herself and as soon as the lights go up a switch just flicks and she just becomes this other persona you know she’s amazing. We took her onto the big stage and we took this big gamble at Lovebox mid way through the album to road test a few tunes and put her on stage for the first time and it was clear in a couple of minutes that she was the one

PT: Track two

AK: Is a tune called fall silent, features Nick Littlemore, this was a pretty special moment where he came in and he’d just broken up from a long standing relationship. I started playing the chords that open this track on a synth in the studio and almost spontaneously he came out with this the first verse for this tune which every time I hear it is pretty spine tingling for me.

PT: Fall silent track number two from Blacklight brilliant new album from Groove Armada; saw some clips on YouTube the Australian experience looked quite incredible
AK: Well Australia was a massive moment for us, because you know we have gone off on one on this album it is a totally new thing, we were playing in Australia before the album was out it was a massive slot closing the boiler room at the big day out you know its got real legendary status as a slot. And we were playing a set which was three quarters music that no-one’s ever heard before and a totally new style and when we sort.. of one of the first new tunes in the set is I Wont Kneel, and when it kicked into the chorus there and every hand in the room went in the air that, almost overwhelmingly like emotional moment cos it was a tough record to make and required us to kind of hold our nerve and Australia was an indication of it all
PT: well brilliant we can’t wait to see you on the festival circuit in Europe, Andy it’s been a pleasure having you on the show, we’re gonna finish with one of the singles from the album, tell us about this
AK: Yeh this is Paper Romance the current single, it’s a duet between Saint Savior the new GA front person and star of the show. She introduced us to a band called Phenexalair, Ben from Phenexalair is on this tune as well there’s a bit of a Simon le Bon in there, in a good way, check it out it’s a big bassline affair
PT: Its been an absolute pleasure having you on the show, we are loving this record, I’m sure everyone else will be by the end of the summer when they get to see you. Obviously if you want to meet singers anyone just hang out with Andy Kato he know everyone
AK: Nice one…
